The scientist, | understood,was it person
who collected all available data on the subject of his study, weiglzed ibterpreted
it, and reached certain conclusions about it without prejudice and without
preconceived notions.

Today Science is up on a pedestahew god hasappearedhis highpriestsconduct
the rituals, with nuclearreactorsmoonprobing rocketships,cathodetubesandlaser
beamsAnd their territory is sacrosanct; laymen are denied entry.

A letter to an Auckand newspapesignedby RobertAdams, chairman of the Institute
of Electricaland ElectronicsEngineerf the USA, New Zealand section, referring
the proposedinstallation of an Omegstation, stateswith supremesatisfaction:"It is
not for laymen tg@ass comment on such installations"

As the more advanced nations lead the way into a state of technocracy, it becomes
more and more apparent that theeymenof the world will have no more say in this
planet'saffairsthan did the slaves of Pharaoh. Addy thereareclearindicationsthat

the scientific Establishment in a numbef countries is able to operate,and to
conduct activities with government funds without having to account scrupulously to
government or citizenryust what those activities arel'here is an opeand manifest
activity in certain directions, but there is reason to suspect that tfien cloaksan
inner, secret activity-- an activity in which governmentand people have no say.
Already scientists speak among themselves langua@ that is nolonger public
property. Have they, despairingof the muddled state of theorld's affairs,banded
togetherin a modern-day monastic order of their own, with the aimtaking over
entirely the affairs of the earth?

There is an enormousiiastmassof datathat hasneverbeen explained satisfactorily,
ranging through every branch of every recognized science; the indefatigablesCha
Fort referred to this bodpf data ashe "damned*- damnedby sciencebecauset did

not fit in anywhere,and so in order to preservethe status quo of the scientific
Establishment, had to be rejected and ignored.

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UFOsarein the categoryof the damnedNeverbeforehas public interest been so high

in flying saucersstrangeaerial lights and objects, reported lamd)s, unidentified
submarine objects, alien voices speaking no known earthly language -retpvency

radio bands, unexplained explosions which coincide very ofté&h sightings of
UFOs, and dostof relatedphenomena. There is no existing science clapabneatly

fitting in all this data and offering a consistent explanatidin. acknowledgevhat
millions of laymen around the world already know that UFOs doexist -- would

result in a complete upset of the scientific Establishment. The factalbatbere,
staring blind science in the face. But the facts are unacceptable; therefore, UFOs don't
exist.

There is nothing new in this attitude; the only thing new is that the establishment
itself has changed. In medieval times "Establishment" meant the fahmges of
Europe, in the West; the knowledge then being built up and explored by people
known as "witches" and "alchemists" was contrary to accepted theories about reality.
The penalty for these seekers of truth was frequently a lingering death.

Today sience is on the throne, but nothing else has changed. Uncomfortable data are
still rejected and filed away somewhere, at best as "curiosities"

In examining his data, with &lear, unbiasedattitude, the true researcher must
correctly rejectall thosewhich areclearlynot free of doubtful accuracy; but after all
his sifting, if even one datum remains that cannot be ignored, it is obvitssluty
to cometo grips with it.

UFOsarenotoriously nothing morethan "hallucinations;'but even if we allow foall
the unwitting or otherwise human errors of observation, there is still the implacable
scientific and impersonal evidence of radar to be accounted for.

Radar isnot subject to hallucinations. It records the presence of solid objects,
establishes their mvement patterns, tracks their flight. Auckland's radar station at
Mangere isonly one such station of thousands throughout the world whicis
habitually recording the presence in the sky of unidentified moving objeatsving

too fast to be explained dmrds or aircraft andnoving in flight patterns impossible

for any kind of earthmade craft. There have bemanyoccasions whemnadar control

has directed incoming aircraft to areas nearby where objects are "seen" by radar;

While they search

for the object, the radar follows the search; the unseen object's "blip" is watched on the
radar viewing screen; it plays leapfrog with the searching aircraft, bobs up and down
like a yeyo, or veersvaay and moves off at a fantastic speed. Inexplicable; ygs

our present understanding. But doesidenceof this kind alsohaveto be rejected,
ignored, tucked away for “future reference"? It would appear so.
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In January 1969 the University of Coloradesued a report on a UFO investigation
endorsed by a panel of "leading scientists" convened by the National Academy of
Sciences.

"Our general conclusionaccording tothe bulky report, “is that nothing has come
from the study of UFOs in thpast twenty-one years that has added to scientific
knowledge' This is of course doubldalk; it does not deny the existence of UFOs
outright, but merely publicly admits that science Hagedto cometo grips with the
world-wide phenomena.

The panel of scientists noted that the report concedesa residue of "perplexing
episodes"

At England'sLakenheathairbaseusedby both the USAFand the RAF in 1956, radar
operators on the ground detect&oheor more" targets moving apparently at speeds as
greatas 2000 or 4000 mph although there were no sonic booms. Tmegderight-
angle turns at awo hundred milesan hour" (an impossiblemaneuverfor terrestrial
craft).

Two RAF fighters were sent out, and ooltainedradargunlock on the target. But
the object, whatever it wagsircled the fighter's tail and remained there in spite of all
evasion attempts. The plane eventually had to land in dodesfuel, andyroundstaff
saw"one or more white rapidly moving objects"

This is but one example of the inexplicable residue which flatly refuses to be
categorised or classified insmmeconvenientpigeorrhole of knowledge. Thengere
fifty -nine case<ited by the report as being of "special interest fregverahundred"
that were reviewed.

Mr. William Ryan (Democrat, New York), thcongressman in Washington who is
also the voice of thd\ational Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena
(NICAP), which has about 10,000 members in some forty countries, told the House of
Representatives:

A Federal UFO surveillance programmsigould be set up. UFOs cannot be wished
away, and reported sightings will persist"

And NICAP addeda bombshellof its own: it claimedto have proothat the Colorado
investigation team had never intended to study UFOs objectively, but had
intentionally fitted itsdata into a negative report.

Theroadtowardsanequationbeganwith the discoverythat there exists on this globe

an allencompassingrid, the interlocking lines of which correspond to the lines of
flight of verified UFO appearances.

First of all, a geometricpattern of UFO activity was discovered which indicated a
definite purposein the presenceof UFOs about our planetary surface.Having
establishedthe pattern of the grid, the next step was to break it down into
mathematicalco-ordinates.

of the forces caused by spatae geometries. | hope the full meaning of this concept
will become completely clear as we proceed.

Thethinking up to this point followed rationally from the theoriesof Einsteinwhich
state,in part, that the geometricrelationships of space and time control all physical
processes.

My findings led me to conclude,further, that volcanic activity, atomic disruption
(nuclear bomldetonations)andearthquakesould all be related to the grid structure,
an atomic bomb being a spacetime geometric device, and volcanos and earthquakes
occurring on geometric pointsf the grid system, due tdisturbances athese points.

Recent radamland verified visual sightings of UFOs, plus a large volume of evidence
coming to light in the New Zealand area alohaye verified the existence of the grid
in the pattern. lhavedescriked it beyond any shadow of reasonable doubt.

Furthermore, the creationf a complexnetwork of mannedradio stationswithin the
structure of the UFO grid systemprovesnot only that the systemis there, but also
that our technicalexperts have knowledgeof it, anunderstandingof it, andthrough
it, direct communication with the UFOs themselves.

Incredible?In the framework of conventionalthinking, andin the light of concepts
which we have been conditioned to accept asthe cornerstonesof what we
euphenistically call reality, my statements may indeed seem beyond beliefnbdo
intendto allow my incredible statements to remain hoveringnid-air, asit were.

In this book | shall be presenting a variety of evidence, facts and hypotheses. | hope to
answer at least somef the important questions that must arise; and | hope to point

the way in which other investigatorperhapsinfinitely morecompetentthan myself,

may travel in the search for truth.

Meanwhile, | must athis stageoffersomeevidenceo thedoubtful that the grid really
does exist.

| am satisfiedthat there is an overwhelmingbody of evidence that provides all the
proof necessary, and that establishes that the harmonic radiations emanating from
are in turn causing certain physical eftts at specific localities. Moreovethe
activities of scientists in certain key areas indicate that there is feverish, government
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or otherwise backed, activity going on in connection with research into the basic
structure and character of the grid.

My grid systemdrawn up on a map of New Zealand,was completed in 1965. As
verified sighting reports canmte hand,| plotted on this map the precise positions of
the sightings, and ndb my surprise found that invariably theFO positionsfell with
uncanny precision on the grid's lines olongitude or latitude -- neverin the
interverning spaces.

In September 1967 repodameof four accuratefixes of UFO sightings a few minutes
apart in theHawke'sBayarea(Map 1). Here were nisolatedsightings,but four, all
within ashortperiod of time and in a relatively small area.

When | plotted the position othesefour verified sightingson the grid map | found
they fell exactly orfiour parallellinesof grid latitude. One wa®verthe city of Napier,
oneto the north-west, one to the northeast, and one to the sou#last. As | told an
Auckland reporter at that time: "The Hawke's Bay sightings provide the most
Impressive evidence to date in support of my grid theory"

A portion of the grid superimposed on the Hawke's Bay area where UFO
sightings were reported. The four sightings (ringed) coincide perfectly with the
lines of the grid which had been drawnup three yearspreviously on the basisof
confirmed sightings throughout New Zealand.

The UFO, or UFOs,incidentally, were seenon 3 Septemberl967 by residents of
Hastings, Pakowhai, Wairoa and the Esk Valley.

Did I somehowemploy ESPwhen | constructedthe grid map three years earlier
predicting, ast were,by meansflinesona map just where future sightings would be
made?

We are told by the scientists that, theoretically, there shouldalvegion of negative
matter in the universelhis would constitute a negativeality that would consist of
matter madeup of anti-protons,anti-electrors andanti-neutronsetc.

My fundamentaltheory concerningthe formation of particles of matter and anti
matter is as follows:

First, matter and anti-matter are formed by the samewave motions in space.The
waves travel through spacein a spiraling motion, and alternately pass through
positiveandnegativestagesMatter is formed through the positiv&age or pulse,and
anti-matterduring the negative pulse.

An electronis formed by three spiraling wave motionsin space. These waves pass
through each otheat 90°.The point of intersection in space causes the manifestation
of what we term electrons.

Formation of matter and anti-matter in alternate positive and negative cycles. The
frequency rate between each pulsephysical matterdeterminesthe rate of flow of
time, andthe speedof light, at any particular point in space.

The path of the nucleusthrough spacewould also be a spiral,but for the sakeof
simplicity it hasbeenshownasa straight line in this diagram.

A roughanalogy ophysicalexistencecanbe madeby reference to a strip of motion
picture film.

Therefore relative to
earth valuesof light, a lesser speed will determine smaller masses, agdr lapeeds
will determine larger masses such as that of Jupiter, for examplehe angular
acceleration of light will remain constant.

Corollary: for anyunit body,onceprecipitated,then the rate of rotation, or spin, and

its volume will directly detemine its rate of acceleration in space (i.e., its movement
in space relative to othdrodies).

MATHEMATICS OF THE WORLD GRID

MY INTERESTIN THE INCREASINGUFO ACTIVITY in the New Zealandarealed
meto the discoverythat the surfaceof the world was crisscrossedvith an intricate
network of energy grid linesbegan my research in 1965.

In a generalvay | was convincedthat UFOswere activelyengaged in a sugy of the

earth for somalefinite reasonl felt that their visits were not haphazard; they were

not just on casual sightseeitgurs. Quite a number of investigators around the world

had come to the conclusion that the sightings were beginning to foraitarp. At

this period, however, this pattern was so complex as to defy any definition, or
solution. By the correlation of sightings small sections of track had been identified,

and some saucers had been seen moving along these set paths. Some of these had
hoveredover certain spots aetintervals.But thesebits and piecesof tracklines were
soscatteredaroundthe surfaceof our planetthat It was quite impossible to fit them
together intoanysemblancef order.

| was certain that if aroverall pattern could be found and plot- ted, it might be
possibleto establishthe reasonbehind UFO activity. | considered that the pattern
would begeometridf thesethings were intelligently controlled, and th&tsomehowl
could find the key to one section thennhight solve the rest by duplication and
Inference. | had sighted a numberuoiidentified objectsin the sky over a period of
several years, and bgrrelatingtwo of thesewith other data, | was eventually able to
construct a grid system which covered thibole world.

One ofthese sightings was in 1956.1 was a DC3 co-pilot crewing a flight from
Auckland to Paraparaumu. It wagout6 pm, conditions were calm, and there was
unlimited visibility. We were just south of Waverley at 7000 feet when | saw this
object atanextremely highaltitude in the east.| drew the captain'sattentionto it and
togetherwe watchedit travelin acurvedtrajectoryfrom east to west across our track
until it disappeared ina flash of light at about10,000feet in the areaof D'Urville
Island. It appearedto travel across NewZealandin the vicinity, or slightly to the
north, of Cook Strait, and it was so large that two streaks, similarajmourtrails,
wereseeno extendfrom eithersideofits pale green disc.

When about halfway acrossthe Strait a small objectdetached itself fronthe parent
body and droppedvertically until it disappeared. It looked almost as if the main disc
was at such a high temperatutieat a globule had dripped from it. | thought about
this later and dcided that ifthat were so,the smallobjectwould also have a curved
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trajectory in the direction of the parent body. Butthis was not so;it detachedand
droppedvertically down at great speed. There could be only one ansgwen this
action:the small ledy must have been controlled.

Calculationsat a later date provedthis UFO to havebeenbetween 150@000 feet in
diameter A reportin aNelsonnewspaper on the following day described an explosion
at a high altitude to the north of the city. The shoekave broke windows in some
local glasshouses.

Theothersightingoccurredon 12March 1965This wasthe best and most interesting
of them allandfrom then my investigations were pressed on with all speed until they
culminated inmy present findings.

| had always expectedto seeUFOsin the sky, andthat was where my attention was
usually focussed. Wheh was flying | was alert and ready to analyse any object
sightedfromthe aircraft.| never expected to findsaucedlandingat my feetandsofar
this has never happened. This sightingpweverwas different from all the others
because | observed it lying under thirty feet of water.

| was scheduledo carry out a positioning flight from Whenuapai,Auckland'smain
airport at that time, to Kaitaia. Departurewas at 11 am and as passengersvere
involved and the weather was perfect, | decided tly visually to Kaitaia alongthe
west coast. An officer from the operations departmerats on board and this was a
good opportunity tashow him someof the ruggedcountry to the north. (I musstress
that air-traffic regulationswerestrictly observed during the flight)

On leaving Whenuapai | climbed to clear the aaedwhen approaching the southern
end of the Kaipara Harbour, just north of Helensville, | dropmealower altitude to
have a better look at anything in the flight path. Tite in the Harbourwaswell out,
and the water over the mudflats and estuaries was quite shallow.

| suppose we were about a thirdtbe way acrosshe Harbour when | spotted whal
took to be a stranded greyhite whale.l veered slightly to port, to fly more directly
over the object and to obtain a better look.

| supposea pilot developghe habit of keepinghis emotionsto himself. As far as | can
rememben gaveno indication of surprise, and | said nothing as | looked dowty.
"whale"was definitely a metal fishl could see it very clearly, and | quote from the
notesl made later.

A.The object was perfectly streamlined and symmetrical in shape.

B.It had no external contraurfaces or protrusions.
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C. It appeared metallic, and there wasuggestiorof a hatch on top,streamlinedin
shapelt wasnot quite halfwayalongthe body as measured from the nose.

D. It was resting on the bottom of the estuaryand headedtowards the suth, as
suggested from the streamlined shape.

E.The shape was nohat of anormalsubmarineandtherewas no superstructure.
F.l estimated thdengthas100feet,with adiameterof 15feet at the widest part.

G.The object rested in no more than 3& fef clearwater. The bottom of théharbour
wasvisibleandthe craft wassharply defined.

Inquiries madefrom the navy confirmedthat it would not have been possible for a
normal submarine tdoe in this particular position, due to the configuration of ¢h
harbour and coastline.

The chief engineerof the Ministry of Works, Auckland, checked this spot on the
harbourwith a depth-sounderin Septembe1969. He informed me afterwards that a
hole had been detected in the harbour bed approximately one eigintitd wide and
over 100 feet deep, which | consider would indic#tat someactivity had been
carried out in this position some five years previously. (See photocopy of the +eport
page 246).

| had a further key to the puzzle in April 1965. My wife semadvertisement in the

local paper seeking members for a UFO organisation called New Zealand Scientific
and Spacdresearchl contacted this organisation and found that a vast amount of
information had been very efficiently compiled. Material had bedlected from
twenty-five different countries over a periodtaflve yearsl was invited to study the
information at leisure.

Amongst this mass of dataliscoveredhe reportsof a UFO that hadbeenseenfrom
severalifferentlocalitiesin both islandsof New Zealand on 26 March 196%ople in
Napier, New PlymouthPalmerston North, Wanganui, Feilding and Otaki Forks in
the North Island; Nelson Coaftoad,Blenheimand Westport (Cape Foulwind) in
the South Island, had all reported sightings.

It was deciakd that | try to plot the track of this UFO. From the considerable amount
of information available | found th#fte maxi- mum variation in the times of sightings
from all areas was 15 minutes. Most reports gave the time as 9:#Bipprovedthat

the object must have been very large atdigh altitude during the greater part of its
trajectory.

Here is a brieflescriptionof eachsightingtakenfromthe original reports:
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1.New Plymouth

About 9:40 pm Mr. A. Nixon went outside his home to put out the butkles. He

hadaclearview overthe seato the north. A glow firstappearenthe horizonandas

he looked at it he saw a light that was approaching slowly. Therc#amenearerat

tremendousspeed|ighting up the cloudsin ared glow asit passedhrough them.As

it passedverheadn aclearpatchof sky, the object was sharpigfined.It wasbright

white in colour, andwas ball-shapedwith a silvery edge After passingoverhead the
rear emitted a redlow. It spedto the west of Mt Egmont and disap@eed. According
to Mr. Nixon "his hair stood on end".

2. Napier

A bright objectwas seenby a residentto curvethrough the sky at 9:45 pm. It was
visible in thenorth-west and changedcolour from white to a vivid green, then to a
vivid redbeforeit disapeared behind some trees.

3.Wanganui

Between9:30pm and 10:000m Mr. M. F. C. Grotenhuiswas looking out of a window
when he sava flashsimilar to lightning. Thenhe observeda fireball which appeared
to fall towards the south. It began as a bright whitight, changedto greenishblue,
thento asizzling red beforeit disappearedike a shootingstar. The sky was clear at
the time.

4. Feilding

While cyclingup ahill Miss RaldaCampbellhearda swishing soundIt wasfollowed
by ablinding blue-white light, similarto aflashof sheetlightning. Thewhole areawas
lit by this, then she saw a huge orange biadlt "lookedlike a dinner-plate".The ball
seemed to emanate from the left edfjthe blue-white light. After a few seconds it
exploded and thre@range balls, like tennidalls and very dense, appeaitdthe
right-handedgeanddisappeared.

Miss Campbellsaid the three smallerballs seemedo emerge fronthe larger ball
whenit vanishedTheapparenttirack was from northeast to southwest.

5. Palmerston North

A woman witness saw an objacatthe sky at about9:30pm. It was a vivid green with
a long cometike tail issuing fromadeep orangeentre.lt descende@dnddisappeared
fromview behind a nearby building.
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6. Otaki Forks

This is a position in the tararua mountainrange.While tramping in the area,five
Venturer Scoutssaw an enormousbluish-white ball of light in the sky at 9:45 pm.
This wassurroundedby what lookedlike sheetlightning. The sighting was brief; the

ball seemed to be statiary and apparently far away the west,and about half the
size of a full moorOneof the scouts,Mr Parnell, Baid that latehe sizeof the object
worked out trigonometrically by the group and the diameter arrived at was about
2000 feet.

7.Nelson

Over the mudflats of TasmanBay, a resident saw a very bright flashin the sky.
Immediatelyafterwards,three bright green balls descended at a 45° angle. This was
9:45pm (aflying pawnshop?).

8.Nelson Coast Road

At 9:45 pm a Nelsoresidentdriving towards W akapuakasawa bigwhite ball with a
bluishtail light up the placelike day.It then burst in a shower of bright particles.

9. Westport

Mr. L. H. Keay, darmer,saw a bright objectin the sky. It was farbrighter than the
moon,and it up the sky with a bright white light that changedo greenandthento
red.It apparently fell eastward3.he time was "somewhere around 10 o'clock”.

10.Blenheim

Mr. and Mrs. Bellandtheir daughterLinda, MargaretWhite, and many othepeople,
saw a great greenball of light that seemed tcexplode over their heads.A small
brightly-colouredball broke away and whizzed off to theast.It was 9:45pm. Mrs.
M. Christensenobserveda greenball, about the size of a cricket ball. It descended
steadily from the sky, anabpearedto bevery close and dull in colouFime 10:15 pm.

Therewas nothing of any greatsignificanceor originality in these accounts, and they
followed the pattern ofmany other sightings. However from the masd detail
suppliedby somanydifferent pe@le over so widean area,t was possibleto plot the
track of the object with reasonable accuracy. | started work on a Mercator's plotting
chart, and afteseverahoursof checkingonereport against theother and calculating
possibleelevationsandtrajectories,| felt | had refined the plot sufficiently to draw in
the finaltrack of the object, or object3.he result is shown on Map 2.

Thetrack beganabout seventynautical milesnorth of New Plymouth, passed just to
the west of Mt. Egmont, and finishetl D'Urville Island. When first seen the altitude
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would have beenabout 30,000 feet curving down on a flight path to somewhere
around10,00Geet when it disappeared.

Some time after those sightings onNé&rch 1963 hadanother look at the plot had
made. | couldfind no flawsin mythinking, but | needed more information. As | wias
discovemanytimes later, the clues were quite obvious, but | was thetrsufficiently
expert in realising their significanckn point of factthis first track- line wasto be the
starting point of a wholstring of discoverieof which | have yet to find an end.

| pored ovethat plot for alongtime beforeit suddenlyoccurred to me that the track
appeared in line with the positiowhere | had sightedthe unidentified submarine
object,or USO,on 12March 1965. On extending the line back | found it was in line
with the sightingsof 26 March. | was positivetherehadto be a connection-- but to
prove it was a different matter.

| checked my report files again and fouhdtton 2 March some fishermen just north
of the coast at New Plymouth haskena large object plunge into the sea and
disappear. They thought it was an aircraft and reportbe incident to the
appropriate authorities, but no aircraft or personnelwere missing. | checkedthis
position on the map and found that #lsofitted the establishedrackline. Was this
connected with the USO af2March, and could the two sightings be of the same
object, sighted twice in ten days? Couldé& working slowly up thigrack carrying
out someprojecton the seabe@ | tucked this thought away fduture referenceand
carriedon with the search.

It wassomedayslater that | rememberedhe UFO | hadseen in 1956. This object was
similar and, most significant of atipth dojects had apparently travelled at 90° to each
other, and finishedn the same grand all illuminating flash in the area of D'Urville
Island.

If these objects were not controlled, how could anyone explain such coincidences? No
two meteors or other natural henomena could coincidentally carry out similar
maneuvers, travel at 90° to each other, and both decide to end their existence at the
same point in space, within nine years of each other. Also, in both cases, objects had
been seen to emerge from the pafesdies. Was this irrefutable evidence that they
were intelligently controlled vehicles.
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| plotted the track of the 1956 UFO on the map at 90° to the rsmthh line. |
realisedthat | had nodefinite proofthat they were at exactly 90° to eacther or that
the 195@rack wasnot a few miles north or south of this positienstill, | had to start
from somewhere, and | would assume this to doerect unlessand until other
eviderce proved me wrong.

Two track linesat 90°meantlittle ontheir own. If | found several at 90°, | might have
something-- a grid perhaps?These two lines hinted at this, and | believed that if |
could solvethe systenmof measurementhen | hadtwo readynade baselineso work
from.

Once again | werib the UFO filesandfoundthat aFrenchman by the name Aime'
Michel hadbeenstudying UFOsfor anumber of years anfthdfound smallsectionsof
tracklinesin variousareas of Europe. Saucers had beenlsmamingat variouspoints
along these tracklines, antflr. Michel had observedthat the average distance
betweenthesepoints was 54.43kilometres.By itself this was only a smaljrain of
informationbut, like astarting gun,it set me off again.

Using the Kaipara Harbour as a starting point, | marked off the 54.43 kilometre

intervals along the trackline | had foundwvés disappointed when | was unsuccessf
in obtaining an even distoution of positions tothe D'Urville Island disappearing

point. | checled and rechecked, buhothing worked out. | sleptonthe problem, and

at some timeduring the night inspiration turned up the wick; once more the light
grew bright.

| rememberedhat a great number of sightings had occurred around thd3lenheim
area.Evenbefore the adventof ordinary aircraft in New Zealand, this aréad been
visited by UFOs.| had read about them in old copies of the local papers, and many
recent sightingsuggeste@gainthat this areahadsomethingspecial about it.

So | dragged out myap and extended the trackline until it cat 90° coordinate from
the town of Blenheim. The distance from this point to the Kaipara position | found to
be exactly 300 nautical mile§o far so good. stepped off the 54.43 kilometre
intervals-- and swore Sill the thing didn't fit! Frustration was always my companion

in this business, and we had manyanyarguments! Sometimes it was a protracted
battle of wits...a fiddle with my computer and | was off again.

The distanceof 54.43kilometres found by Michd was only an average estimate. |
found that 55.5955 kilometres was eqt@BO nautical miles, and this divides exactly
into 300 nauticalmiles,ten times. Was thighe systemof measurementsedby the
UFOs?

Sincel madethat statementin my first book | have beenattacked repeatedlyby
university personneland others in the academic field. They haveaintainedthat
degreesaand minutesof arc are arbitrary values set up by the ancient mathematicians
and that therefore my calculans are meaningleskbelievethe evidence shown in
this book will now convince them that my original assumptions were correct. The
angularvaluesof 360°and 21,600 minutes of arc which constitute a complete circle
havedirect geanetric associations wh the speed of light.

A journalist friend
and | managed to visthe Eltanin during one of its fewisits to New Zealand and
when we discussed this object with some of the scientistoard,the comment was
that it was classed as amtefact.This wasbeforethe great hushup but, regardlesef
that, | believethat the mathematical proofs will show ithout doubt thatthe objectis
artificial, and most probably an aerial of some sort.

The form of this aeridike structurealsofitted in with the general pattern of the grid
asl hadenvisagedt onthe plastic ball.

Once | had established this first baseline | found it quite easy to construct the main
skeleton of the grid over the whole surfacehefdarth.

As my work progressed | found that there were in fact two singtads,interlocked

with eachother. The polesof the grids were spaced at different distances from the
north geometric pole, and this arrangement set up a series of geometricnlemo
which weredirectly related to the speed of light, mass, and gravity. The interaction of
the two grids created a harmonic resonance whickum, formed a third resultant
grid.

| was aware that my calculations were not precisely accurate -- in the strict
mathematical sense- but | could seethat the system was based on spdocee
geometries, and at least there was the best possible support for this none less than the
theories of Einstein.

Somewhere] knew, the systemcontaineda clue to the truth of the unified field
which, he haspostulated, permeatesall of existence. | didn't know at the time that
this cluehadalready been found by scientists who were well alefaein the play. |
know now that they must have understood something of dhid system years ago.
They knew that Einsta's ideasaboutthe unified field were correct. What's moré&r
many years they have been carrying out fultscale research into the practical
applications of the mathematical concept contained in that theory.

The very fact that manmadescientific equipmenthasbeenbuilt into the UFO grid
system, whichl put forward as a theory years ago, is evidence that at lessme
peoplehad prior knowledge of the grid and its workings.

figure accuracyn fact is just not nearlygoodenough, as any pure scientigtill be
quick to agree.By feedingin the harmonics on either side tfhe equation and
graduallycorrecting, the 1-2ligit value was finally arrived at.
